Queen’s Pageant Rules & Docking Procedures

The Following Procedures Were Developed To Make Entering Philadelphia. Marine Center North Side Safe & Uncomplicated. 
1) Fleet Captains
A. Each club shall designate a Fleet Captain for this event. 
B. The Fleet Captain will be responsible for any and  ALL  communications between his fleet and the docking committee. 
2) Communications
A. All communications between the Docking Committee and the Fleet Captain shall be on vhf marine radio.
B. Please keep VHF Channel 68 clear as that is the channel that will be used for communicating with clubs that are readying to enter the basin.
C. Once inside the basin all boats should switch to VHF Channel 72.
D. Your Fleet Captain should be monitoring channel 68 for needed communications with the Docking Committee.
E. Your club should use any VHF Channels other than 68 or 72 while traveling to the marine center.
3) Numbering For Entry 
A. All boats are assigned an entry number and should display this number on the boats port windshield.
B. Sailboats shall affix their placard on the forward-port side with the same visibility as above.
C. This number will be the order you are coming into the marine.
D. No Boats Will Be Allowed In Basin Without An Entry Number. 
4) Preparing For Entry Into The Basin
A. All boats will assemble north of marina basin entrance 15 minutes prior to the scheduled entry time into the basin. 
B. NOTE - All Boats Must Stay At Least 1,000 Feet From Ben Franklin Bridge
C. Please make sure that every boat attending has fenders and lines and they should be ready and in place before entering the basin.  Each boat should have enough fenders and lines to safely secure their boat to the docks and or other boats. ( minimum (2) two fenders and  (3) three 3/8 lines )
D. Springlines are highly recommended on all boats.
5) Entering Philadelphia Marine Center north side
A. The order of arrival and docking times are shown on your schedule.
B.  no boats are to enter the basin before they are asked to by the Docking Committee.
C. We will have 4-5 dinks to assist you once you enter the basin.
6) Once Inside The Basin
A. Switch to VHF channel 72 and communicate with Docking Committee with instructions for your docking assignment.
B. Please be aware that last minute cancelations and or boats that are experiencing problems might cause for a slight variation in plans on docking arrangements. 
C. We will have 4-5 dinks available inside the basin to assist you if needed.
7) Docking Of Your Vessels
A. The Docking Committee is only responsible for tying up vessels to the docks.
B. All rafting tie-ups are the responsibility of the respective skippers.
C. The incoming skipper is responsible to set his / her fenders and lines to prevent any damage to the dock or surrounding boats.
D. Again, if you are given a docking assignment that is not what is on the original plan please follow the instructions given by Docking Committee as last minute cancelations and or boats with problems are the reasons for the committee to make needed changes.  

E. WE NEED ALL BOATS TO PLACE A FIRE EXTINGUISHER ON THE STERN OF THE BOAT SO IF NEEDED, SOMEONE CAN GET TO IT RIGHT AWAY. 
8) Complaints And Problems 
A. Any and all complaints or problems should be brought to the attention of the Docking Committee Head Paul Jusino for a resolution through the club’s Fleet Captain, and only the Fleet Captain once the club is tied-up and secure.
9) Exiting Philadelphia Marine Center North Side  
A. The DRYL Fleet must completely vacate the Marine Center Basin by 12:00 noon on Sunday.
B. Prior to departing, all trash, refuse and debris must be collected and removed from the marina by each skipper and disposed of elsewhere in a proper manner.
C. No trash is to be left at the dock. 
Support your Princess, but also respect the other Princesses.
Rules & Restrictions
1. All Children Under The Age Of 12 Must Have A Life Jacket On At All Times When On The Docks, Finger Docks, Or Going From Boat To Boat.
2. No Alcoholic Beverages Are Permitted Outside The Marina Area.
3. Fire Or Flame Grills Are Prohibited, As Well As Any Open Flame On Or Off Your Boat. Including Alcohol & Propane Stoves Inside Your Boat.   ( No Open Flames At All )
4. Swimming, Water Balloons, Or Use Of Water Guns, Pistols, Cannons And Horse Play Are Prohibited In Marina And Pageant Area.
5. Tables Are Prohibited From Being Set-Up On The Docks Or Finger Docks.
6. Patio Docks Are Off-Limits And Are Not To Be Used AT All.  The Items On These Docks Are Private Property AND MUST NOT BE USED.
7. No Generators Are To Be Run In The Basin.

8. Firearms Are Prohibited In The Philadelphia Marine Center Marina Basin.

9. No Air Conditioners Except For Boats That Have The Princess.  If You Have A Medical Condition Please Clear this With The Docking Committee Before Hand, Not The Day Of The Event.  Remember, We Are Bringing In Over 100 Boats Into A Basin Setup For A Little Over Half Of That.
10. Take All Trash With You. 
11. Think Safety For The Entire Week-End.  

VIOLATIONS OF ANY INFRACTIONS OF THE RULES WILL RESULT IN FINES OF $100.00 PER INCIDENT TO BE ASSESSED AGAINST THE CLUB.
